Lt. Colonel 
William Roy

A Forgotten Soldier
By Harold D. Gingerich

His passing went largely unno-
ticed by residents of LaGrange County. 
And his memory has faded with time, 
leaving him all but forgotten. It calls 
to mind the words of General Douglas 
McArthur who said, “Old soldiers never 
die, they just fade away.”  But when this 
old soldier died unexpectedly in his ho-
tel room one hundred and twenty-fi ve 
years ago on October 20, 1900, he was 
a local hero to the residents of Nogales, 
Arizona. His name was William Roy – 
“Lt. Colonel William Roy.”

 William Roy was born on Decem-
ber 3, 1835, the eighth child of James 
L. (1782-1848) and Delilah Davis (1796-
1861) Roy, in Galen, Wayne County, 
New York near the shores of Lake On-
tario west of Syracuse. Sometime after 
1842 the family moved to a farm in 
Clearspring Township here in LaGrange 
County. What prompted the family’s 

move to Indiana is not known at this 
time. However, we do know that both 
James and Delilah stayed in this area as 
they are both buried in Sloan Cemetery 
in LaGrange County.

William had an older brother 
Charles (1814-1888) who, according to 
the 1874 Illustrated Historical Atlas of 
Lagrange County, Indiana, owned land 
in Section 22 of Clearspring Township. 
Today it would be in the area near CRs 
300 W and 500 S. It is noteworthy that 
the fi rst school in Clearspring Town-
ship was a log cabin on Charles Roy’s 
property. Most of the Roy descendants 
in the area trace their linage through 
Charles.

Th ere are several references to Lt. 
Colonel Roy in the 1882 History La-
grange County Indiana (F.A. Battery 
& CO). On page 86 it reads, “About 
the 1st of May (1861), William Roy, 

a young man who had just fi nished a 
fi ve years’ service in the regular army, 
came to LaGrange to visit his relatives, 
and being fresh in military tactics and 
discipline, at once became the most im-
portant personage in the community. 
As soon as the volunteers heard of his 
presence in town, he was sent for and 
requested to give the boys a touch of 
the “regular’s” drill. With form erect 
and the quick, fi rm step of the trained 
soldier, he was soon at their front, and 
at the fi rst command of “front face”, 
the humble regular private, William 
Roy, was transferred into a Captain of 
volunteers. Spectators and volunteers 
were alike elated, but hardly any more 
so than the drill-master, Mr. Bingham, 
who immediately tendered his cane, 
then the only instrument of authority, 
and turned the command over to the 
new-comer.” 

Several pages later (page 89) it 
notes that, “Capt. Roy remained at In-
dianapolis a few weeks, assisting in 
the drilling of the troops assembled 
and returned to this county and com-
menced the organization of a company

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for the three years’ service. A 
large number of those who fi rst 
enlisted rallied around him at 
once, and the balance necessary 
of the company were obtained 
at Ligonier and Goshen. Th is 
new company reached India-
napolis July 2, 1861, and was 
mustered in as Company A 
of the Twenty-fi rst Indiana 
Regiment July 20.” Th e 21st 
Indiana was nicknamed 
the “Jackass Regiment” be-
cause of their frequent use 
of mules to transport sup-
plies from ports to inland 
battlefi elds. Th e regi-
ment was later converted 
to the 1st Indiana Heavy Ar-
tillery, but they kept the nickname. 

From the Saturday, October 27, 
1900 edition (page 3) Th e Boarder Vi-
dette, Nogales, Arizona, two column 
report on the death of Lt. Col. Roy we 
learn a number of fascinating details 
about his early military career.

His fi rst army enlistment was 
served primarily in Utah, New Mexico, 
and California. He served under Col. 
Albert Sidney Johnston in what was 
known as the Utah War (also known 
as the Utah Expedition, Buchanan’s 
Blunder, the Mormon War, or the Mor-
mon Rebellion) which lasted from May 
of 1857 to July of 1858. Th e confl ict 
arose from Morman leaders claiming 
autonomy within the Utah Territory 
and defying the federal government. 
While there were no major military bat-
tles, there was the Mountain Meadows 
Massacre, where the Mormon militia 
murdered 120 settlers who were trav-
eling to California. Col. Johnston later 
became a Confederate general and was 
killed at the Battle of Shiloh on April 6, 

1862.
Roy’s military ser-

vice included numerous armed engage-
ments with Indians. In one of those 
engagements, he received an arrow 
wound in one of his knees. He was 
discharged with the rank of sergeant 
shortly before the outbreak of the Civil 
War.

Having been discharged as a ser-
geant, means that the 1882 History 
Lagrange County Indiana incorrectly 
referred to him as “the humble regular 
private”. From enlistment records we 
know that William Roy had blue eyes, 
brown hair, and stood approximately 5’ 
10”. 

Th e news article of his life in Th e 
Boarder Vidette reported that he was 
commissioned at the beginning of the 
Civil War as a Captain by Indiana gov-
ernor Oliver P. Morton “on whose staff  
he served for some time.”  It is interest-
ing to note that Morton was the fi rst 
“Indiana born” man to hold the offi  ce of 
governor (1861-1867).

We know from 
other records that Roy enlisted o n 
July 24, 1861. Commissioning took 
place on July 26th with A Company of 
21st Indiana Infantry. On February 
1, 1863, he was transferred to Field & 
Staff  of the 1st Indiana Heavy Artil-
lery. One month later, on March 10, 
1863, he was promoted to the rank of 
Major following the capture of New Or-
leans. His units served under General 
Nathaniel Banks who commanded the 
Army of the Gulf and Maj. General Ben-
jamin Butler. In August of 1864 he com-
manded artillery forces in the Battle of 
Mobile Bay where, despite navel losses, 
was a signifi cant victory for Union forc-
es. On February 3rd of 1865, Roy was 
promoted to the rank of Lt. Colonel. He 
resigned his commission on July 11, 
1865, having been wounded fi ve times 
in battle.

It was while he was in Louisiana 
that William Roy met and married Ju-

Holmes (1840-1884) 

in 1865. Th e couple would have three 
daughters Harriet “Hattie” Roy Ho-
gan (1866-1936), Fannie Roy Plunkett 
(1872-1957), and Emily Roy who was 
born in February of 1874 and died in 
May of the same year. Juliette died 
on July 13, 1884, but I have been un-
able to fi nd either the cause of death or 
where she was buried. William never 
remarried. 

Following the war, William took 
up farming. Later, he went to work for 
the departments of the Interior and the 
Treasury as a special agent. He then be-
came the U. S. Shipping Commissioner 
for the Port of New Orleans, a position 
he held unto 1884, when he moved 
to New Mexico to take up mining. In 
March of 1888, he moved to Nogales, 
Arizona, where he was a partner in a 
mining and equipment business of Roy 
& Titcomb.

Th e circumstances surrounding his 

death on 
October 20, 1900, 

were described in detail by Th e Boarder 
Vidette. “Col. Roy returned from Eu-
rope where he had been to recuperate 
his health. He was greatly benefi ted and 
arrived home the picture of grand and 
noble manhood. Th e day before he died 
while in conversation with the writer 
he said, ‘never in my life have I felt 
so well,’ and the next night the entire 
community was dumbfounded by the 
announcement ‘Col. Roy is dead’. Un-
til a few minutes before he died, about 
10 o’clock Saturday night, he was with 
a party of friends and in good health 
and excellent spirits. Being a man of ex-
emplary habits and according to a long 
established custom, he said good night 
to his friends and went to his room in 
the Montezuma hotel and prepared to 
retire. A short time after going to his 
room parties in adjoining rooms heard 
him fall and before medical aid could be 
called he expired.”

Th e body of Lt. Colonel William Roy 
laid in state in the Masonic Hall until 

Monday afternoon when his 
funeral was conducted by U.S. 
Chaplain Orville J. Nave. 
Nave’s complete address was 
also printed in the paper.

While William Roy only 
lived in Nogales for two 
years, his place in the com-
munity was signifi cant. He 
was clearly loved and re-
spected as is demonstrat-
ed by the fact that the 
newspaper devoted two 
full columns to his pass-
ing. Th ere is one sentence 

that stands out as to the level of promi-
nence and respect with which he was 
viewed. “Th e deceased’s remains were 
taken to the Masonic Hall where they 
lay until Monday afternoon, when they 
were escorted to the Nogales cemetery 
by the largest number of citizens that 
ever attended a funeral in Nogales.”
